5.3 Sequence Diagrams

5.3.1 Accessing the contact lists and members

The figure below shows a scenario shows various ways to retrieve and manipulate data in contact lists. There is one application acting on behalf of Alice. The application is interested in one specific contact list, the list with id 'myFriends'. In that list there is one specific buddy, called Bob that is used in this example.

The resources: 

1. To fetch all the contactlists the following resource is used:

2. To fetch all the members of a list following resource is created or updated:

3. To fetch a single attribute from a contact list this resource is used:

4. To get all attributes of a specific buddy the following resource is used:

5. To modify or add a single attribute for a specific buddy the following resource is used:

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Outline of the flows:

1. The application fetches all the list for the presentity alice by doing a GET on the following resource.
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/ addresslistmgt /sip:alice@example.com/contactLists

The result contains all the contactlists for alice.

2. The application fetches all the members of the 'myFriends' list by doing a GET on the following resource:
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/ addresslistmgt /sip:alice@example.com/contactLists/myFriends/members

The response will contain all the members of the myFriends list from Alice, but will not contain the attributes of the list.

3. The application fetches the display name attribute from myFriends list by doing a GET on the following resource:
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/ addresslistmgt /sip:alice@example.com/contactLists/myFriends/attributes/displayName

The response will contain the display name.

4. The application fetches all attributes of bob in the myFriends list of Alice by doing a GET on the following resource:
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/ addresslistmgt /sip:alice@example.com/contactLists/myFriends/members/sip:bob@example.com/attributes

The result contains all the attributes of bob in this list.

5. The application modifies the display name attribute of the bob in the myFriends list of Alice to the value 'bobby'. It does this by doing a PUT on the following resource with the new name in the body.

The response depends on whether or not bob already had a display name attribute in the myFriends list.
