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1 Reason for Change

The SMS TS contains in Annex C lists form-url-encoded examples for those methods that are in the OneAPI. In general, form-url-encoded formatting of parameters is only supported in POST (and PUT?) requests from Client to Server. Therefore, for GET and DELETE operations, there are no form-url-encoded parameters.

However, TS SMS lists many GET and DELETE requests in Annex C.

This CR proposes to remove them, introducing the following changes to the section structure of the TS:
