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1 Reason for Change

This proposes the SCR Appendix for TS CallNotification.

· As a rule of thumb, GET access to potentially large lists of resources which can not be fetched from ParlayX is optional. GET access to the lists of subscriptions and monitors is therefore made optional.

· Subscriptions to Recording Notifications are optional, as this functionality is optional in AudioCall.

· Subscriptions to CallDirection Notifications are optional.

· Call Monitors and Deferred Call Direction Notifications are optional.
· The remaining items are mandatory.
Also, the following addition to section 5 is suggested, in order to create normative text to which the first block of SCRs can refer:

For requests and responses that have a body, the following applies: In the requests received, the server SHALL support JSON and XML encoding of the parameters in the body, and MAY support www-form-urlencoded parameters in the body. The Server SHALL return either JSON or XML encoded parameters in the response body, according to the result of the content type negotiation as specified in [REST_TS_Common]. In notifications to the Client, the server SHALL use either XML or JSON encoding, depending on which format the client has specified in the related subscription.
Note that this should be mirrored in all 2.0 TSs, and should be applied to 1.0 TSs in the next maintenance round.

One final question: SCR tables are hard to read. Should we spec mandatoriness and optionality of operations also in the TS main body?
R01 includes the changes in 343R01 in the underlying TS baseline to make editor’s job easier. No change to the actual proposals of CR346.
R02 addresses the following comments from the Budapest Interim:

· Roll back the back references in the SCRs from the conditionally optional operations to the resource

· Change all letters in SCR IDs to uppercase
