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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to remove the empty XML structure “TerminationParameters” because:
· TS MMS uses an empty POST rather than an empty Parameter structure for RetrieveAndDelete of a single message

· It is awkward (even though possible) to express an empty object in JSON:


{"terminationParameters": null}

This also resolves the following editor’s note in the TS:
FFS: according to our own guidelines, we need to include a set of parameters into a POST. Hence, an empty element is specified here. Alternatively, we could do a POST with an empty body.
R01 rolls back the change, as there has been a concern about intermediaries blocking POST requests with empty body. Therefore, the solution that is in the TS is kept.

Note that this also affects the JSON.
