6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  5.2.7 Type: TextMessage
Ed. Note: There needs to be a reference but PX does not provide one, just mentions ISO spec. We have ISO 2-letter language codes (639-1) and ISO 3-letter language codes (639-2). 
We may also think of xml:lang which is based on RFCs 4646 and 4647 (a superset of the ISO specs).
Which to support? All?
There are various aspects to this item. 

1) Presence uses the predefined xml:lang (attribute). This is a sensible solution, as we are in the XML domain here. Xml:lang allows the use of ISO codes but also further specializations (which are AFAIK used only in specific applications). In particular for TTS, it may make sens not to restrict the use of these. What we need to define is the way this is specified in our document. 
2) ParlayX uses a <language> element, but does not really specify the actual ISO format. 

The author prefers (1), and suggests a possible realization below.

Change 2:  5.2.10 Type: DigitCapture

Ed. Note: FFS. ParlayX defines it this way but: why is this “1 or all”? If “all” is supported, why not “some” (i.e. a list of participants)? Both require handling “multiple”.
Again, two options:
1) Leave it in ParlayREST as it is in ParlayX

2) Change it in ParlayREST to support multiple users, and add an entry to the PX Issue list to change it in ParlayX as well

In the absence of strong operator requirements, the author tends towards (1).

Suggested action is to delete the note.
Ed. Note: PX does not define a status list here, but does so for messages. This is an inconsistency. What was the intention? Do we need to make this consistent (i.e. add a status list to this resource and fix PX)? Or do we decide to leave it as it is (i.e. have a status list in messages but none in interactions)?
