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1 Reason for Change

Two contributions (REST #421 and REST #322) have tried to address the issue that some call-control related types and the according root elements are defined in TS Common (and common:) namespace; others in Third Party Call (and tpc:). This is confusing for developers, as these root elements are not generic, but related to third party call.

For example, why is there

<common:callSessionInformation> …
but

<tpc:callSessionList> …

?

Two contributions have tried to tackle this from a specification modularization perspective, but both solutions were not satisfactory for the group.

This CR now addresses just the core issue that confuses the developers, without changing the modularization.

The basic idea to resolve this is that the types stay where they are – in TS Common and Common XSD.

However, the root elements of non-generic types (such as CallSessionInformation) are declared in the individual TSs and corresponding XSDs (e.g. Thirdpartycall TS and thirdpartycall.xsd). This is done by importing the type from common.xsd and declaring the root element in the specific schema. 
This way, we get

<tpc:callSessionInformation> …

and

<tpc:callSessionList> …

which is consistent.
Note that generic root elements stay in TS common and keep common: prefix, such as resourceReference and exceptions.

The details of the solution can be found in the attached TS (and in the related CRs REST #506 to 508 against TS Common, common.xsd and thirdpartycall.xsd).
