2 Summary of Contribution
This proposal outlines a solution for the issue pointed out in the comments above. 
The comments need to remain open until CRs based on the proposals above are available.

3 Detailed Proposal

ParlayREST as decided to use “multipart/form-data” to represent MMS multipart messages because this type allows the use of web forms. MMS natively uses multipart/related.
It is suggested to keep using multipart/form-data in ParlayREST, but to add a few clarifications.

What needs to be clarified are the following items:

1) Signalling of the presentation part: MMS contains an optional presentation part that links to the elements of the message. In the original MMS spec, this part is addressed by the start parameter of the MIME compound message, or is implicitly the first body part. In ParlayREST MMS, this part needs to be the first part in the multipart/mixed section (after the XML/JSON/form-urlencoded ParlayREST header) if present. ( to be specified in TS MMS
2) Referencing message body parts from the presentation part: This uses the Content-ID MIME header, as specified in RFC 1873. The author has not found a restriction forbidding this header in multipart/form-data.  ( mention that this header can be used
3) Normative material on MIME multipart is missing, it’s just in the WP: It seems that currently this is only needed for MMS (group to confirm). Therefore it is suggested to move the normative parts from WP section 5.8 to TS MMS, and leave the illustrative part in the WP. Alternatively, move them to ParlayREST Common. ( To create normative part for MMS multipart in TS MMS, or create it in ParlayREST Common and reference it from TS MMS. Group to pick one.
4) Some boundaries in the MMS examples are broken. ( No need to fix in WP. CR 687R01 fixes them in TS MMS.
