Comment: The OMA XDM enabler defines a number of different types of groups/list with already defined attributes. This information needs to be exposed to the API user in a well defined way.

Proposed Change: A possible solution is to reserve/define a number of name and value pairs for these OMA XDM defined groups/lists, for example,“serviceURI” and “subject” from Group XDMS. Another solution is to expand the ContactList type with more elements that allows a user of the API to handle the e.g. Group information from Group XDM.

The CR propose that the type for the value element of an attribute is changed from xsd:string to xsd:anyType.
One reason is that a string is not enough to describe all types of attributes for a member list, a member or a contact that may pop up in future. 

A second reason is that some attribute already may have a defined type that can be reused instead of converting it to a string. By allowing xsd:anyType the ALM ParlayREST API will be transparent for these type of attributes.
A third reason is that service providers that deploy the API may want to have some flexibility to specify their own defined attributes that are not restricted to have the string values only.
