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1 Reason for Change

a) An example is wrong, because it shows an initial multipart/related with a first entry for the root elements and the second entry that is a multipart/form-data, which at the same time has a single entry of the form consisting of a multipart/mixed.
The example appears twice (in XML and in JSON). These examples are fixed and are aligned with the rest of examples in order to follow the multipart/form-data usage described in chapter 5.3 of REST Common TS

b) Additionally, chapter 5.2.33 is not correct and is a little bit messy. It references to common Spec but also somehow contradicts it. The text is reworded.
Additional comment: When more than one attachment is included and there is a presentation part we recommend using multipart/mixed and including the presentation part as the first attachment. It could be useful also to use multipart/related rather than multipart/mixed in this case (some MMSCs act this way, and some messaging brokers also act this way). If group is fine we can cover this in a different CR against Common TS.

Change 1:  Chapter 5.2.33 edits
5.2.33 MIME multipart representation

MMS messages (inbound and outbound) can be represented as multipart/form-data entity bodies, where the first entry of the form are the root-elements and the second entry of the form are the attachments. Details about the structure of such messages are defined in [REST_TS_Common]. The type of the form entry carrying the root elements of such a message MUST be either InboundMessage or OutboundMessageRequest in this API. In case the MMS message has a presentation part, this part SHALL be the first MIME message body part after the root part, i.e. the first part of the multipart/mixed body.
Note: An inbound message can alternatively be represented as a list of link elements to the individual attachments.
