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1 Reason for Contribution

The PSK-TLS session between the H-SLP and the SET has been proposed to resolve security issues for non-proxy roaming mode in SUPL 1.0. This proposal changed the current assumption of the SUPL call flow for non-proxy roaming. Current call flow for non-proxy roaming shows that the SET should contact V-SPC directly to set up the TLS session with V-SPC after receiving the SUPL_INIT message. Until now, the V-SPC address in SUPL_INIT message is enough for the SET to contact the V-SPC since the SET needs not to communicate with H-SLP in the old version of flow for non-proxy roaming. However, both the H-SLP address and V-SPC address needs to be included in the SUPL_INIT message for non-proxy roaming call flow based on OMA-LOC-2005-0162(OMA-SEC-2005-0042R01-A-Proposal-for-SUPL-Security-Architecture). 
2 Summary of Contribution

The addition of H-SLP address with V-SPC address in the SUPL_INIT message is proposed. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Following items are analyzed for enhanced privacy management

· Change of SUPL AD to reflect the addition of H-SLP address in addition to the V-SPC address in the SUPL_INIT message.
· Change of SUPL AD to specify the behaviour of the SET for non-proxy roaming since the SET behaviour would be different from other flows. 
· Change of SUPL TS to reflect the addition of H-SLP address in addition to the V-SPC address in the SUPL_INIT message. (see the detailed proposal in OMA-LOC-2005-0179)

Maybe a flag to differentiate non-proxy roaming mode from other modes would be also included in the SUPL_INIT message.
