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1 Overall Description

The members of the Smart Card Group (SCaG) of the GSM association would like to express strong support for OMA Smart Card Server Work Item of Open Mobile Alliance.

In 2003 operators of the SCaG created a Task Force named (U)SIM Enhancement Task Force in order to identify areas where the current (U)SIM related standards can be enhanced in line with increased capabilities of both the handset and network, and improving technologies and therefore answer to new business requirements and new use cases.

The first and most important business requirement was about improvement of the way operator services stored in USIM cards are displayed by the handset using mainly today the SIM toolkit technology.

There is a strong need for operators to keep their services stored in the (U)SIM card that is secure, portable from on handset to another, fully personalised before issuance and that can be remotely and securely administrated by the operator while the user experience should be improved with richer multimedia contents.

One way that was identified to enable this migration path from current SIM Toolkit black and white menus to more powerful and richer portals could be the provisioning of a mobile WEB browser by operators data stored on USIM cards therefore the SCaG thanks the Open Mobile Alliance for their work around Smart Card Web Server.
