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1 Reason for Contribution

As a result of the latest discussions in OMA-REQ and some additional email discussions between some people this document contains proposed modifications to the updated RD template in document OMA-REQ-2005-0520-Updated-RD-template-for-Security-items. 

This document is available both as OMA-REQ-2005-0538-Updated-RD-template-for-Security-items and OMA-SEC-2005-0175-Updated-RD-template-for-Security-items. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Changes are made to sections 6.1.1 through 6.1.1.4. 

The “beige boxes” in sections 6.1.1 and 6.1.1.1 are deleted. 

The overview of SEC interests in this area, i.e. the instructive text in the “beige box” in section 6.1.1 is deleted with the aim to insert the same or similar text in the Requirements Best Practices Document (BPD.) A reference is made to the BPD for that purpose. 

The example requirements in sections 6.1.1.1 through 6.1.1.4 are put into “yellow boxes” with the proper formatting to fit the requirement tables. 

The instructions for how to use the example requirements, i.e. the text in the “beige box” in section 6.1.1.1 is deleted with the aim to insert the same or similar text in the BPD. Some basic instructions are left in “yellow boxes” in sections 6.1.1.1 through 6.1.1.4 with a reference to the BPD for more complete instructions. (The intention thus is that the BPD will contain complete instructions for how the use the example requirements, and also examples of such example requirements.)
