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1 Reason for Change

Current SUPL 1.0 AD (OMA-AD-SUPL-V1_0-20050930-C) states that the H-SLP address MUST be securely stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM).  However, this area is not clearly defined for 3GPP compliant UICCs (SIM/USIMs). This CR clarifies the location of the H-SLP address in 3GPP compliant UICCs.

7.2 Authorization in SUPL

Authorization in Non-Proxy mode is provided implicitly by using a derived authentication key (PSK_SPC_Key) with the serving SPC. Details of the key derivation can be found in Section Error! Reference source not found..

Authorization in Proxy mode is provided by the provisioning of the Home SLP address in the SET. This address MUST be in the form of a FQDN and SHOULD be securely provisioned by the Home Network of the SET. 
For 3GPP compliant implementations the SET MUST read the H-SLP address (in FQDN form) as a parameter “ADDR” under the “APPADDR/ADDR”  characteristic as specified in WAP PROVCONT [PROVCONT]. In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely stored in the bootstrap file as defined in OMA Smartcard Provisioning specification [WAP PROVSC] on a 3GPP compliant UICC [3GPP 31.101] (USIM[3GPP 31.102]/SIM[3GPP 11.11]). The SET MUST support OMA Smartcard Provisioning [WAP PROVSC] mechanisms to read the H-SLP address. The bootstrap file in the USIM/SIM application that stores the H-SLP address MUST not be user changeable. A SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC if the address is configured.
If no H-SLP address can be found in the UICC the SET MUST NOT configure any H-SLP address in the SET..
 In cases of 3GPP implementations if a new IMSI is detected by the SET during, or after power-on all previous H-SLP settings MUST be removed from the SET and they MUST be replaced by the new H-SLP addresses associated with the new IMSI. Please note that in cases where the IMSI is changed the SET MUST read the stored H-SLP address from the UICC (USIM/SIM), if it is configured in the UICC. 

For 3GPP2 implementations the H-SLP address MUST be securely provisioned in the UIM or R-UIM.

Implementations MUST ensure that the address of the Home SLP cannot be changed via applications that are downloaded to the SET after the manufacturer software installation of the SET. 

For SET initiated SUPL operations, the SET MUST always contact the H-SLP using the H-SLP address provisioned in the SET. The SET MUST NOT directly initiate a SUPL session with an SLP that is not provisioned as the Home SLP.
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
