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1 Reason for Contribution

The first draft aiming at discussing the contents of SEC_CF V2 was presented at the Beijing meeting, and needs more proposals on its items.
2 Summary of Contribution

While application layer protocols are used by multiple enablers, the following mechanism for application layer identification and authentication are very important:
Every user should be authenticated only once even if the user login on the application environment which comprises of multiple enablers.
3 Detailed Proposal

When the Application Layer Security Common Functions Version 2 deals with identifying key requirements on security architectures for OMA enablers, should take into account the following mechanism:
The application layer identification and authentication is not enabler specific, and are applicable to all OMA application-layer protocols and enablers.
Once the user passes the authentication of one application environment, the user can be thought as passing all the authentications for all the enablers involved in the application environment.

Namely, the identification should be considered as be from end to end, and be transparent for all the enabler servers. And the authentication is for the whole application environment, not for only one or some enablers.
If so, the resource for authentication will be reduced and the secure level will not be affected too.
