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1 Reason for Contribution

SUPL 1.0 supported GBA for 3GPP implementations, but not for 3GPP2 specifications because 3GPP2 GBA was not standardized when SUPL 1.0 was standardized. 3GPP2 GBA is now standardized and should be supported in SUPL 2.0.
2 Summary of Contribution

SUPL 1.0 supported GBA for 3GPP implementations. GBA is used to provision a key to a SUPL Location Provider (SLP) and a SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET): this key is used as the basis for authentication in a TLS-PSK session.

A similar approach would have been useful for 3GPP2: however there was no 3GPP2 GBA specified when SUPL 1.0 was specified, so an application-specific method was specified that required the Home SLP to have pre-provisioned keys in the SET.

· However, now that 3GPP2 GBA and 3GPP2 GBA-TLS-PSK has been specified (see 3GPP2-S.S.0109 and 3GPP2-S.S.0114), some 3GPP2 operators may find the GBA based method is preferable to the application-specific method.
