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1 Overview

OMA SEC would like to inform 3GPP2 TSG-S WG4 that OMA SEC is working on a CDMA Interim Bootstrapping Architecture (CIBA) enabler to be used with the Secure User Plane Location (SUPL) v2.0 enabler. SUPL 2.0 security was originally designed to be used with Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA) but in the later stages of the SUPL 2.0 development OMA SEC WG learned that the GBA solution in 3GPP2 would not be ready in time for the expected SUPL 2.0 deployments. OMA SEC would like to stress that CIBA is only meant to be used as a temporary solution for 3GPP2 SUPL deployments and as soon as the GBA standard is ready in 3GPP2 it would replace CIBA.
2 Proposal

As there is a growing need in the market for the GBA solution for 3GPP2, OMA SEC would like to inquire 3GPP2 TSG-S WG4 as to the expected completion of GBA specifications. It is OMA SEC's desire that, for both 3GPP and 3GPP2 deployments, GBA could be used be as an authentication framework.
