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1 Reason for Change

At present, SULP V2.0 does not specify how the SET should process non-emergency SUPL INIT messages when in emergency mode. In addition, SULP V2.0 does not specify what the SET should do with SUPL communication under way when an emergency call is initiated.
The proposed change is based on the assumption that all SUPL resources on the SET should be made available for an emergency SUPL session as soon as the SET transitions into emergency mode.

6.1.5 Authentication Mechanisms applicable to an E-SLP

Note: emergency SUPL sessions are always Network Initiated.

Support for this feature will be dictated by the appropriate emergency services regulatory bodies.
For the duration of an emergency call on a SET, all SUPL resources on the SET MUST be made available for a possible emergency session. Consequently:

· When a SET begins an emergency call, any SUPL communication related to non-emergency sessions MUST be terminated immediately by the SET. If non-emergency SUPL INIT messages are being processed by the SET at this time (e.g. having MAC verified or obtaining user permission), then those processes SHALL be aborted and the SUPL INIT messages SHALL be ignored and discarded.
· If a SET receives non-emergency SUPL INIT message(s) while in emergency call, these SUPL INIT message(s) SHALL be ignored and discarded.
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
