1 Overview

As per request received from the WiMAX Forum NWG Liaison in November 19, 2007 to OMA LOC, some new extensions are needed for the SUPL 2.0 to support the WiMAX system.

OMA SEC WG has been working on the SUPL 2.0 security requirements to include needed WiMAX specific extensions. The current solutions mainly rely on pre-shared secret being available for both the handset and the network, which then is used to derive SUPL specific session keys for the SUPL agent on the terminal and the SUPL server (SLP) on the network. 

Attached you will find an agreed proposal to update the SUPL ULP specification security section to include the relevant changes to accommodate WiMAX deployments. It also outlines the current working assumptions on the key material and emergency location support for WiMAX.
2 Proposal

Since the WiMAX specifications drafts are not available to the OMA member companies the OMA SEC WG would like to request WiMAX Forum NWG to provide a reference and a description for an encryption key and key identifier that can be used to derive the necessary session keys for SUPL 2.0.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA SEC WG requests that WiMAX Forum NWG provides a reference and a detailed description (e.g. key length, key format, key lifetime, key ID) of a encryption key defined in the WiMAX specifications that can be referenced and used to extend the SUPL 2.0 specifications to include requirements for SUPL WiMAX deployments .
SUPL 2.0 supports a variety of different services for emergency location. These are described in the ULP specification chapter 6.1.5 (and subchapters). OMA SEC WG would like to know if WiMAX NWG would like to extend the any of the same features to include WiMAX deployments and if they have any other emergency location requirements of their own.
OMA SEC WG would kindly like to request a response by 15th of March 2008.
