In [HTTP/1.1] the HEAD method is mandatory and often used for testing hypertext links for validity, accessibility and recent modification. As the SCWS may not provide date and timer capabilities, this method is OPTIONAL for the SCWS.
Specific actions on reception:

For an incoming request that is not supported, the smart card shall responds with an HTTP response message with Status-Code = 405 (Method not allowed).
