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OMA SEC-SCT WG thanks GSMA SCaG for its strong supports for the Smart Card Web Server (SCWS) work item in OMA. This work item aims to define simple mechanisms to access the smart card with a WAP/xHTML browser. In the work item definition SEC-SCT also relied on the “SIM 008_03 SIM Toolkit Enhancements Rev 11” document from the GSMA Smart Card expert Group (SCaG) for the description of requirements for improving the mobile/smart card interface and enhancing the user experience of Operators’ services.

As part of the SCWS OMA enabler release SEC-SCT needs to provide a Requirements document (RD), Architecture document (AD) and the SCWS specification. SEC-SCT has completed a first version of the RD document, which is undergoing a review by the OMA REQ group. An architecture document draft also exists and describes the main design decisions made so far:

· Minimum changes, if any, to the handset Web browser

· Seamless connection by the handset Web browser to the SCWS via a local gateway in the handset from the TCP/IP protocol stack to a local transport protocol between the handset and the smart card

· Evaluate if the BIP protocol can be used as the transport protocol between the handset gateway and the SCWS or should we reuse/define another protocol 

· The SCWS “speaks” HTTP over the chosen local transport protocol 

SEC-SCT invites GSMA SCaG to look at the RD and AD documents, which are public and can be downloaded from the OMA web site. The current Requirements document is “OMA-RD_Smartcard_Web_Server-V1_0-20050330-D” and presents several use cases besides the requirements themselves. The Architecture document is “OMA-AD_Smartcard Web Server-V1_0-20050120-D” but a new version will be available soon.
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
