Sample flow diagrams
5.4.1 HTTP Exploitation Flows
1. Principal (ME) generates a request through its WEB Browser.

2. Browser post the request (using the Device TCP/IP Stack) to the SCWS Gateway. 

3. The SCWS Gateway recognizes that the request is intended  for the SCWS, so  it  routes the request to the SCWS via the SCWS Connector, converting it to an APDU transport.
4. SCWS Connector extracts the HTTP request and transfers it to the SCWS via its SCWS Dispatcher. 

5. SCWS Dispatcher parses the request and hands it over to the SCWS Content Manager.

6. The SCWS Content Manager , using information stored in the SCWS Virtual FS first verifies that ample access permissions are present for the requested content, and if so, it locates either  the appropriate static content page or the relevant Servlet capable of fulfilling the request.

7. The SCWS Content Manager activates the relevant Servlet.

8. The Servlet, using the necessary info stored in the UICC FS, builds the HTTP response 

9. The Servlet transfers the composed HTTP response to the SCWS Dispatcher

10. The SCWS Dispatcher transfers the response to the SCWS Connector.

11. The SCWS Connector returns the response to the SCWS Gateway.

12. The SCWS Gateway is then routes the response to the local Browser for presentation.
