5 Detailed Proposal

Creation of dynamic content
The SCWS MUST be able to trigger an application in the smart card, which has been registered to the SCWS. Such an application performs a specific task and may dynamically create content which is returned to the SCWS and passed on to the client. 

The registration process registers an application in the smart card with a path of the URL. If a resource, registered to an application, is requested, the SCWS MUST 

- trigger this application

- pass parameters to this application

- read the response from this application (may be empty)

- return the response to the client

A client can pass parameters for the application in two different ways:

· in the URL of a GET request 

The URL may contain a query string. The SCWS SHALL pass the complete URL to the application

· in the body of a POST request


The SCWS SHALL pass the body of the POST request without modification to the application
??? What about the URL? 
If the URL **AND** the body shall be passed we must define a structure ... 
Example:

Suppose the path “/app/SSO.cgi” is registered to an application, this application is triggered when the URL

http://127.0.0.1:20080/app/SSO.cgi?account=username&otherparam=123 
is used in a GET request or a POST request.
For this version of the specification the registration of an application to the SCWS and the mechanism how to exchange data with an application is proprietary. 
Note that ETSI is currently defining mechanisms to register applications to the web server and to exchange data between an application and a web server, see [ETSI TS XXX].
