6. Support for dynamic content

Applications in the smart card, that are registered to the SCWS and are identified in the URL, can be triggered by the SCWS. An application performs a specific task and may dynamically create content and return it to the SCWS. It SHALL be possible to register a smart card application to the SCWS by using a path defined by the card issuer. Parameters for the application can be passed in the URL or in the request body. It SHALL be possible to apply any syntax in the data in the URL as long as it conforms to the URI specification [RFC2396]. For example, the parameters in the URL start with the ‘?’ character and are being formatted as a series of name=value pairs, separated by the ‘&’ character. 
When invoked, an application that is registered to the SCWS, SHALL have access to at least the following data:

· The complete URL 

· The HTTP request body, in the case of a POST request

· The http request method (e.g. GET, POST)

· The following HTTP-request header fields: 

· User-Agent

· Accept

· Content-Type

· Transfer-Encoding

· Content-Length

The application SHALL be able to return the following data to the SCWS:

· HTTP status

· HTTP response headers

· HTTP response body

The SCWS SHALL integrate this data in the response to the HTTP client.
