The complete URL 

•
The HTTP request body, in the case of a POST request

•
The http request method (e.g. GET, POST)

•
The following HTTP-request header fields:

User-Agent

o
Accept

o
Content-Type

o
Transfer-Encoding

o
Content-Length

OMA SCT also would like to request API methods so that the following type of data can be returned from an application to the SCWS:
•
HTTP status

•
HTTP response headers

•
HTTP response body
