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1 Overview

OMA SEC-SCT has defined two protocols for remote administration of the smart card web server and needs the help of ETSI SCP TEC for defining TARs for two applications:

· The smart card web server (SCWS) itself

· An administration agent application in the smart card

The TAR for the SCWS is needed for the lightweight admin protocol by which the SCWS can receive admin commands over a standard secure channel using TS 31.115 and TS 31.116.

The TAR for the administration agent application is needed for triggering this application OTA. This application then opens a BIP session in client mode and connects to a remote administration server using the full administration protocol.

OMA SEC-SCT would appreciate if SCP TEC will allocate these two TARs and inform us about the corresponding allocated values. OMA SEC-SCT will then proceed in integrating this information in the OMA SCWS specification.

2 Proposal

Update the TS 101 220 specification to include the new TARs.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA SEC-SCT kindly asks ETSI SCP TEC to consider the above request and accept CRs for adding the above mentioned TARs.

4 Conclusion
