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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to start working on a work item for a new release of the SCWS Enabler, gemalto would like to suggest different topics to be discussed by the SEC SCT group.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution gives a list of items that could be part of the new release of the SCWS Enabler.
3 Detailed Proposal

For the new release of the SCWS we have first identified improvements of the SCWS 1.0 such as:

· The management of any type of resources (e.g. gzip resource or other) by the SCWS: it implies the storage in the card of the entity header “content type” and “content encoding” given by the remote admin server

· The management of the cache control to improve the exchange with the handset. The use of the cache control depends on the handset capabilities but depends also on the type of resource
· The management of the Entity Tag (ETag) to improve the exchanges with the device and of the fields “if-match” and “if-none-match”

· The management of several audit commands in a single admin request (CR OMA-SCT-2007-0059R01-CR_Multiple_Audit_Commands proposed by OCS, already agreed by SEC SCT but postponed to SCWS2.0)

· The deletion of a whole directory using a single DELETE admin command instead of deleting the directory resource by resource
· The management of alias such to allow the use of  “GET \” instead of “GET \index.html”
Then we have identified new items:

· Allowing Third parties to manage their own static resources
Reviewing all these items it seems that no major update of the current architecture and of the current specifications is required. It seems also that all this proposal are backward compatible meaning that an admin server implementing the SCWS 1.0 will still be compliant with a smartcard implementing these new feature. So we may probably ask for a minor revision of the SCWS enabler (SCWS 1.1) instead of a major revision (SCWS 2.0).
