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1 Reason for Change

In addition to the already defined minimum length of the http_URL the minimum length of the abs_path shall be defined.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Cards implementing SCWS 1.1 may reject an http request from a Remote Admin Server implementing SCWS 1.0, if abs_path is too long.
