3.2 Definitions

	Smart Card
	This is a portable tamper resistant device with an embedded microprocessor chip. A Smart Card is used for storing data (e.g. access codes, user subscription information, secret keys etc.) and performing typically security related operations like encryption and authentication. A Smart Card may contain one or more network authentication applications like the SIM (Subscriber Identification Module), USIM, R-UIM (Removable – User Identification Module), CSIM (CDMA SIM). In addition, the Smart Card refers to the smart card definition of [TR 102 216].  
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
