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1 Reason for Change

This change request updates the SCWS 1.2 TS document according to a comment received during the SCWS 1.2 Consistency review as agreed by the ARC SCT group: WAP specification “Wireless Application Environment Specification” and ”Wireless Profiled HTTP” are listed in the References list (section 2.2) but never referenced in the core specification. To solve this comment a new section “SCWS Client HTTP Profile” is created to specify the expected behaviour of the SCWS client and to reference these WAP specifications.

9. SCWS HTTP Profile
In order to ensure interoperability of the SCWS an HTTP profile, that the SCWS needs to implement, is defined. This profile identifies some HTTP features as mandatory in the context of a SCWS implementation, however if the HTTP 1.1 standard itself mandates additional features they should also be implemented. The SCWS MUST at least be a conditionally compliant implementation of an HTTP server as specified in [HTTP/1.1] (i.e. implement all the MUST level requirements but not all the SHOULD level requirements).

The SCWS Client SHALL support at least the mandatory features defined in [WAPWAE] and [WP HTTP] specifications.
