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1 Reason for Contribution

It seems that there are differing views about what capabilities the SUPM enabler should provide.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution offers some different views about what the SUPM enabler should do so we can reach a consensus and more quickly deliver a complete enabler package.
3 Detailed Proposal

The current SUPM RD identifies a number of generally-usable “generic” data types (actually items, not types), and then a large number of OMA enabler-specific data items that help customize those enablers.   Much of the informative prose for SUPM talks about accessing/managing existing user information in order to personalize and conceptualize services.   Note that OMA enablers already define I0 interfaces to access/manage parameters to customize those enablers – why then does OMA (or anyone) need to define another enabler to allow such access/management of the same enabler parameters?  [I believe that some of the data items in the RD are actually not exposed by the respective enablers.]   
I suggest that SUPM should focus on providing access/management for the “common” data items that are used by multiple enablers or applications – so that users do not have to supply the same information over and over again.  SUPM should allow resources to use these common data items without regard for where they are actually stored, and should provide a single logical existence for such shared, commonly used data items.  This approach will still allow an SP to have SUPM provide access/management for unique enabler parameters, but the necessary design must support extensibility (i.e., the ability to access/manage any data item in the environment, not just those identified at any point in time by the SUPM RD).
I am afraid that the effort taken to identify so many enabler-specific data items implies an objective for this enabler that may not be shared by others, and could lead to disputes during the TS phase.
