Appendix D.    Data mapping considerations in SUPM deployments (Informative)
The Service User Profile exposed by the SUPM enabler via the SUPM-1 interface offers a unified view to all the data requestors (e.g. applications, enablers) and ensures consistent read and/or update. 

The mapping of the data element from the exposed Service User Profile view to the actual data elements in the data sources (see Figure 3) used by SUPM is implementation specific. SUPM should be configurable at deployment to assign data sources for each data element exposed on the SUPM-1 interface.

A deployment scenario that should be supported is one where each data element exposed via the SUPM-1 interface is assigned to a single data sources accessible by the SUPM implementation. 

Another deployment scenario may define multiple data sources that map to the same data element. To support such cases, the SUPM implementation may support the pre-configuration of multiple data sources mapped to the same data element (out of scope of the SUPM enabler specification), and access to the multiple data sources, in accordance to Service Provider policies dictating the conditions in which the multiple data sources are to be accessed for read and/or update of data. The SUPM implementation will ensure consistency in updates within the limitation of the interfaces exposed for access to the data sources (e.g. limited transaction mechanisms or  rollback support).
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
