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1 Reason for Contribution

The ARC WG SUPM track is considering the protocols and bindings to be short-listed for the SUPM-1 interface.  This contribution identifies Orange’s recommendations for this interface.

2 proposals are made for the SUPM-1 interface.
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently, the ARC SUPM activity has agreed the support of LDAP on the SUPM-1 interface, and encouraged contributions for any other protocols to be proposed.
As an operator working on user profile activities within its own networks in several countries, Orange has considered the current discussions and has identified the following SUPM-1 protocol needs:-
· REST/XML

· enables the exchange of information over HTTP 

· SOAP/XML (Liberty Alliance ID-WSF / ID-SIS)
· protocols supporting transactions whilst protecting the privacy and security of identity information
