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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes cleanup of chapter 8 and 9 in the abstract TS as discussed during August 24th  meeting and decided in action SUPM-2010-A038. 
The proposal is to remove chapter 8 Privacy and user preferences with following rational: 

· User preferences are a set of Data Elements (or one Data View) that need to be defined in chapter 10. This set of data is used in CPM (see requirement CPM-001). So there is no need to add a specific chapter for this type of data.

· According to the AD chapter 5.4 Privacy is supported by access control (same mechanism as security authorization) and access control is implementation specific. 
“authorisation data consumer of operations on SUPM data, to ensure that different data consumers have different access control level to user data (including the protection of privacy of user data)
Note that how to achieve access control is implementation specific”
The proposal is to remove chapter 9 Privacy and user preferences with following rational: 

· There is no requirement to support this in the RD.
