The cloud in the background intends to represent the scope of the OGSA work. The plane intends to offer the OGSA viewpoint of how various enablers may be grouped together and interact.

3 Detailed Proposal

This is a picture describing how OMA domains already identified in the OSE relate to the OGSA. The domains represent logical groupings of responsibilities and relationships between them.

The picture may later be used to describe how service and resources may be exposed within the context of OGSA. The OGSA work will further detail how OMA enablers interact with each other to achieve interoperability.
Whereas OSE is a representation of the OMA environment, this is a representation of relationships between the different domains. 
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Services domain

The Services domain is where the majority of OMA enablers may be easily mapped.
Devices domain

The OSE groups together both service and devices domains into logical environment, where OMA enablers may reside, the devices domain is the end user equipment that interacts through, or with the other domains. 
3rd Parties domain
The third party domain contains resources and services exposed by any type of service provider or content provider. Service or devices domain may interact with resources or services in a third party domain to e.g. obtain specific information, or invoke some type of functionality. The interaction works both ways.
Network domain

The network domain contains resources and exposes functionality that may be reused by enablers developed in OMA. 
Management domain
The management domain may include business support functions or services like subscriber management, or contain backend resources e.g. BSS or OSS. OMA enablers may reuse or interact with resources or services provided.
