2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments to OMA-ARC-OGSA-2008-0027R01-INP_3rd_parties_domain.

3 Detailed Proposal

The last bullet of the proposed text states: “every enabler could have a specific interface to expose its own capabilities to 3rd parties”.

If one understands the OSE, every enabler that has a I0 is usable by third party applications! The difference between third parties and other application is solely that the service provider policies may differ… Furthermore, enablers that do not have I0 are essentially partially specified if they are expected to be interacted with… {note that specific bindings are also not a good indication, albeit better of being for third parties or not…).

This certainly illustrates that the notion of third parties as domain type includes all OMA enablers. OGSA should not contradict OSE, but rather evangelize and clarify it. So this should be factually correct.

One may then question the value of such a domain.
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2 Recommendation

We recommend that the text reflects that all OMA enabler fit this domain. We recommend that ARC OGSA considers the value of such a domain.
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
