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1 Reason for Contribution

Discuss the OGSA WISPR schedule and considering versioning of the OGSA AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes versioning of the OGSA AD such that stable and mature material is published for consumption by other working groups, rather than waiting for completion of the entire OGSA AD for all enablers and all domains. Two alternative schemes for versioning are proposed: “per domain” and “as available”.
3 Detailed Proposal

Part of the OGSA AD looks at specific enablers within a given domain and provides a graphical overview of the functional entities of that enabler and the reference points or interfaces, which expose functionality to entities external to the enabler. The latter part is of particular interest, in the context of OSE, given OSE’s goals of avoiding silos and promoting re-use, i.e. “expose functionality to entities external to the enabler”. It is this latter part that will aid in the definition of new enabler architectures, where a portion of the enabler requirements may be fulfilled by the functionality exposed by other enablers.

To date (OMA-AD-Global_Service_Architecture-V1_0_0-20080924-D), this detailed exercise has been started for SIMPLE IM (person-to-person domain), and IMSinOMA and PIOSE (network access domain), and has reached some stability and maturity for XDM and PRS (supporting enabler domain). This leaves a lot of enablers still to be analyzed, whereas already some enabler analyses have reached the point where other working groups can benefit from the work.

If OGSA is to proceed according to the original plan, i.e. publish the entire enabler in one single version, it will take a lot more time before other working groups can benefit from the work that has already been completed. For this reason, this contribution proposes to introduce versioning for OGSA. This contribution identifies two alternative versioning schemes. There may be more.

Per Domain:

Currently, six domains have been identified by OGSA: person-to-person communications, access to content, 3rd party access, device enabling, network access, and supporting enablers. ARC could decide, in consultation with REL, to publish a separate OGSA version for each domain. Domains for which material is stable and mature do not have to wait for domains for which material is still being developed.
As Available:

The six domains as OGSA has defined so far, for which respectively 6, 8, 5, 14, 2, 23 key enablers have been included. So depending on which domain you pick, the effort to complete the detailed analysis for each of the key enablers in the domain may be quite extensive and time consuming. Such an approach may still result in material being stable and mature for a given enabler, whereas the remaining material in the same targeted version might still cause a delay in availability. Therefore, an alternative approach would be for ARC, in consultation with REL, to agree on a versioning schedule (e.g. once every two meeting cycles, once every 6 months) and publish the available material considering the OMA priorities/market requirements as well as availability at that time.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

This contribution proposes that ARC considers a versioning scheme for OGSA, either one of the two proposed above, some combination, or a new scheme altogether. Once decided, ARC should consult with REL on which changes would be required to the WID, if any.
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
