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1 Reason for Contribution

There is some interesting debate within OMA about how to complete the OGSA document.  There is some very valuable material in the OGSA document that should be kept and used to improve the quality of OMA enablers.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution suggests how to better merge the normative OGSA material into the OSE document, and to maintain the other informative OGSA material in an appropriate document.
3 Detailed Proposal

The proposal for merging the OSE and OGSA documents follows this approach:

1. We propose to move the material about the OGSA View which is mostly contained in OGSA-0072R01 (i.e., the abstract view of an enabler focused on how to reuse it) to OSE  section 4.3.3 (OMA enablers and enabler reuse).    Move related definitions and abbreviations to corresponding OSE sections.

2. We propose  to move all other material to a white paper.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration. 5 Recommendation

We recommend that ARC agree to the proposal approach in section 3 above.  If ARC agrees, we will then generate a CR to the OSE document as proposed in (1) above.
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
