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1 Reason for Contribution

The current OGSA document is a white paper.  Some companies want some normative material in this document (see doc 0087) while some companies are concerned that duplicative enabler material across multiple documents will be inefficient and error-prone.  This document proposes a way to (partially) satisfy the interested parties. 
2 Summary of Contribution

We propose a new document type whose only normative material is the OGSA view diagram for each enabler.  This approach will require minimal additional effort for each WG, and eliminate the concern about duplicative material.  Reviews can almost as simple as they are now.  The resulting document will gather together all necessary information about OMA enabler to facilitate reuse during enabler development.
3 Detailed Proposal

A new document to be created together with its associated template 
The new document must be informative except as noted below. The format for this document will be:

1.  Introduction that gives the purpose of this document (Informative)
2. References 
3. Definitions/Abbreviations (Normative)
4. Version (Normative)
5. Scope (Informative)
6. Generic OGSA View (Normative)
7. "One sub-section for each enabler. The subsection consists of a brief overview description of the enabler (Informative), the OGSA view (Normative), and a brief description of each component shown (Informative). If a component has multiple interfaces, the functions exposed by a given interface will be identified and grouped together. Interfaces are not described"
7. 
The process changes are as follows:

1. Each WG will generate, along with the AD, an OGSA CR that contains the material to be added to the OGSA document for the enabler.

2. ARC will agree to the AD and the above-mentioned OGSA CR.

3. The Enabler Review Package will contain all current documents plus this OGSACR.

4. The CR can be applied to the OGSA document once ARC agrees to the AD (and OGSACR) for an enabler.
Admittedly this new document type will be used ONLY by OGSA.
The existing agreed OGSA document content is converted to the new document type described above.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
