1 Reason for Contribution

Orange has analysed functional requirement related to "FileTransfer UNI-FLT-001” [see OMA-ARC-RCS-Prof-2015-0002R03-INP_Dashboard]

This contribution aims to share our analysis and to propose a solution to fulfil requirement related to “FileTransfer UNI-FLT-001”
2 Summary of Contribution

The requirement related to “FileTransfer UNI-FLT-001” is the following:

	FileTransfer UNI-FLT-001
	RCS API Detailed Requirement Version 2.3.1 (RCSProfile3.0 Restriction)
	RCS5.1v2
	File Transfer API
	File transfer within a group chat is supported only if notified by the RCS enabler. Hence there is a need to expose querying that capability, and possibly setting it


This requirement assumes that there is a need from a Group Chat to get information (through an API) about the network capacity to support (or not) File Transfer inside a Group Chat.

Our analysis leads to consider that there is no need for a specific API or method to determine if File Transfer in Group Chat is supported or not by the network.
3 Detailed Proposal

Taking into account RCS specifications (BB, Crane) on the following points:
A-  joyn Blackbird Product Definition Document (Version 5.0 ) 17 August 2015

(Paragraph “7.2 Group File Transfer Functional Description and UX”)
Group File Transfer allows a Blackbird user to send a given file to more than one contact. The full transfer process shall be adapted. 

The File Transfer (nominal case) shall be pushed to all the receivers at the same time. The functionalities defined in case of 1-to-1 File Transfer remains active: 

· Notifications and progress bar management 

· FT Auto Accept (if active) 

B- joyn Crane Product Definition Document (Version 2.0) 18 August 2015
(paragraph 7.2 “User Stories and Feature Requirements”)
US7-7 As a user, I want to transfer a file to multiple users at a time within a Group Chat. 
 R7-7-1 File Transfer within a Group Chat shall transfer the file to all participants of the Group Chat. 

 R7-7-2 The ability to send files shall be available independent of whether the Operator supports legacy Group   Chat or not. 

We consider that the network (RCS enabler) should always enable File Transfer in Group Chat. Consequently, there is no need for an API/Method to check it from a Group Chat
Note: This analysis is valid for the European market but could be not suitable for other markets.
