6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Editor’s Note in Section 5.1

Editor’s Note: FFS to check whether removal of the last service capability should automatically remove the Capability Source (de-register device).
Proposal: Remove the note and state (in the resource table) that only power-off of a device/application or specific DELETE operation on the …/{userId}/capabilitySources/{capabilitySourceId} SHOULD remove Capability Source. Removing the last service capability by using PUT operation on …/{userId}/capabilitySources/{capabilitySourceId} or by using DELETE operation on …/{userId}/capabilitySources/{capabilitySourceId}/{capabilityId} SHOULD NOT remove that particular Capability Source.
Change 2:  Editor’s Note in Section 5.2.2.2

Editor’s Note: FFS to check whether “duration” should be part of “Service Capability” to allow each capability to specify it’s own duration time. 

Proposal: Remove the note. No other changes to the TS.

Reasoning: There is no specific requirement for such option. If changing of duration (lifetime) of capabilities is supported by server then a Light-weight Resource for the duration on Capability Source Level can be used, which will affect all capabilities for that Capability Source. In addition there are already resources available for controlling an individual service capability such as: to enable, disable, or remove an individual service capability.
Change 3:  Editor’s Note in Section 5.2.2.3

Editor Note: FFS to check whether for service capability identifiers should be used the existing feature-tags defined by GSMA RCS (and another standardization bodies) or these should be specific values defined for this API and mapped to/from RCS gateway.

Proposal: Remove the note. No changes to the TS for now, put it on the issue list.
Reasoning:  Current API solution is a generic solution designed to support service capability identifiers expressed in a string format which can specified by any organization or standardization body. 
The need for mapping of service capability identifiers can be seen for two reasons: to standardize identifiers across different organizations/bodies, or to reduce the length of the identifiers. Currently we have only GSMA RCS capability identifiers (quite long).

We should discuss this issue separately and see whether OMA (OMNA) can take a task to suggest these mappings or some other organisation. Regardless on how capabilityId would look like, as long as it is just a string it should not affect the API.
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
