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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds ACR support to the Chat API, according to INP #232R01.

In addition to INP 232R01, this CR proposes to mention ACR also in the data structures section, as follows:

1) add the following to section 5.2.2 at the end:
For structures that contain elements which describe a user identifier, the statements in section 6 regarding MSISDN and ACR apply.
2) add the following to each data structure where a user Id element is defined (in 5.2.2.x and C.x):
	tParticipantAddress

	xsd:anyURI
	No
	The address (e.g. sip: URI, tel: URI, acr: URI) of the Terminating Participant.



If this scheme is agreed, alignment actions need to be issued to all editors. 
Also, the following text in the original tel: URI definition is not 100% accurate: “the use of characters other than digits SHOULD be avoided”
In fact we mean: ”the use of characters other than digits and the leading “plus” sign SHOULD be avoided” which is implemented in this CR:
· If a user identifier (e.g. address, userId, etc) of type anyURI is in the form of an MSISDN, it MUST be defined as a global number according to [RFC3966] (e.g. tel:+19585550100). The use of characters other than digits and the leading “+” sign SHOULD be avoided in order to ensure uniqueness of the resource URL. This applies regardless of whether the user identifier appears in a URL variable or in a parameter in the body of an HTTP message.
If this change is agreed, alignment actions need to be issued to all editors. 
Also, some typos and mistakes are fixed (such as omission of the string “chat” from some examples).
