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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes simplifications in the session model for chats.

In 1-1 chats, it is not necessary to expose the notion of a session to the developer. All a developer is interested in is sending messages and understanding whether the message has been delivered. The proposal is therefore to only expose these functions at the API level, and to leave it to the API gateway to maintain the underlying sessions. 

As the result, 1-1 chats are no longer sessions, but conversations between pairs of users with more or less long breaks. Note that this is much closer to the chat model that is used by Internet chat services, and therefore much closer to the mental model that App developers have.

In group chats, cancelling a session invitation is only possible in a very short time window (in fact just between sending the INVITE to the chat server and the acceptance of that INVITE by the server (which in fact just means that the server has successfully parsed the list of recipients, and is therefore a very rapid response). This short window of opportunity greatly limits the value of the Cancel operation. It is therefore proposed to remove this operation from the API.

Also, in order to be able to support store-and-forward of chat messages, an optional dateTime element is added to message notifications. This is vital in mobile environments to bridge gaps in connectivity.
The CR also fixes some errors w.r.t. signalling the delivery status o a message, and removed the related Ed. notes.

Summarizing, the impact of this change is large, however, the specification is greatly simplified as the result, and the mechanism comes at par with the simplicity of APIs as used in the Internet.
