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1 Reason for Change

This CR updates the versioning description in TS Common to be in line with the recently-taken decision for “v1”, and with OMA-ARC-REST-NetAPI-2011-0326-INP_Blueprint_for_versioning_text_changes.

Note that more complex changes are ahead, to address the following items (partly covered by action REST-NetAPI-2011-A146:

1) Point out the difference to ParlayREST legacy (in an informative section)

2) Revisit the statement about “backwards-compatible changes” (it is not enough to only step up the version number in case of “bkw-compatible changes” in the narrow sense. Example: In case we have added an optional field to a data structure, this is a backwards-compatible change. However, we still need to step up the version number in the URL, otherwise a “new” client cannot tell a “new” server e.g. in a GET request that it wants the updated data structure, not the old one. 

3) Specify a mechanism how the server handles requests for non-supported versions.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Section 5.8.2:

Each resource URL contains a variable "apiVersion". The value of this variable SHALL be set to "v1" in the initial version of a particular API. In subsequent non-backward compatible revisions of the aforementioned API the digit SHALL be incremented by “1” (e.g. increment from “v1” to “v2”). A non-backward compatible change is a change that a client which follows the compatibility rules set down in section 5.9 will not be able to cope with.
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
