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1 Reason for Change

This CR extends the list of policy exceptions in Parlay X and Parlay REST. This reflects experience from production scenarios and can better inform developers regarding the reason for a request failure. This in turn can provide an improved user experience as the developer will be in a better position to either inform the user of any needed action on their part or to retry the request with valid information. The coarse exceptions, which provide no details, are also kept in case an implementation does not want to compromise their system by providing details of the failure.

Each exception is accompanied by a suggested HTTP error code as discussed in GSMA ACCESS.  This CR is input to the Commons TS; and if accepted then a pointer to the Common exceptions should be added to the relevant section of the other TS.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Fault definitions would change to reflect the agreed new Policy exceptions. Examples of exceptions would also change. This would be a non-backward compatible change.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

The other REST NetAPI TS would require a pointer to the new sections 7.4 & 7.5 of the Commons TS to show that they utilised the common service and policy exceptions in addition to any specific exceptions.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
