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1 Reason for Change

For simplification, the Cancel function has been removed from Group Chat because it was assumed that according to RFC5366 the time for the originator from sending the INVITE to receiving the 200 OK is rather short (a few seconds). This means that the window of opportunity for cancelling an invitation is negligible.
However, SIMPLE IM changes this behavior – the 200 OK comes when the first invitee has accepted. It depends on the implementation how long it takes until a SIP INVITE times out if no-one answers; in a 3GPP IMS implementation this timeout is usually set to 3 minutes. This means that there are 3 minutes during which an invitation can be cancelled.
Note that RCS4 and RCS-e (where our current requirements come from) are based on SIMPLE IM. Therefore, we should design the API such that this is supported. Note also that we have a requirement for this as follows:

	The Chat API SHALL support notifications about group chat (accepted, cancelled; declined, ended)
	oauth_token={access-token}


(Note that the requirements are not 100% exact as the originator will not be informed by the conference focus about “declined”; “accepted” will come in a different shape, namely SIP NOTIFY aka ParticipantStatusNotification. We may or may not want to liaise with GSMA to fix the requirements.).
