7.1.1 MIME multipart representation

MMS messages (inbound and outbound) and (inbound) VMS messages can be represented as multipart/form-data entity bodies, where the first entry of the form are the root fields and the second entry of the form are the attachments. Details about the structure of such messages are defined in [REST_NetAPI_Common]. The type of the form entry carrying the root fields part of such a message MUST be either InboundMessage or OutboundMessageRequest in this API. In case the MMS or VMS message has a presentation part, this part SHALL be the first MIME message body part after the root part, i.e. the first part of the multipart/mixed body.  

Note: An inbound message can alternatively be represented as a list of link elements to the individual attachments.
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
