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1 Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to propose an enhanced behavior for the Payment API’s one-time access token.

The Payment API’s OAuth access tokens are one-time only which implies that once used for a given operation (e.g. POST to payment amount to a given user’s account), it should become invalid by the authorization server.

The aforementioned behavior is fine if a given application was only making a POST to apply a payment charge to a user’s account. However, the reality is that, a given application most probably would need to apply a charge (POST) to the user’s account once and be able to lookup user’s account for a given charged transaction probably (GET) multiple times over an allowed period of time (allotted expiry time) in support of different use cases.

For this reason, the one-time OAuth access token should have the behaviour of updating (e.g. charging) user’s protected resource once but be able to read user’s protected resource as many times as necessary for as long as the token is not expired.
