The refreshing of the capabilities exposed by the gateway is subject to operator policy, for example, to avoid abuse or impact in network load.

Aggregation via different notifications is possible for the response.


Current version of Capability Discover API provides support for retrieval of capabilities for a single contact only. This CR provides solution to support retrieval of capabilities for a list of contacts. The list of contacts can be either stored on the server or an ad-hoc created list of contacts included in the body of the request.

According to the above requirements some of the responses to capability queries for a list of contacts may have to be received via notifications and therefore this proposal includes also definitions of resources and data types for subscriptions to those notifications.

The following sections in the Capability TS have been updated by this CR:

· Section 2.1. added a new reference for Notification Channel,
· Section 3.2. Added new definitions relating to Notification Channel,
· Section 5.1. Added new resources to support queries for a list of contacts, and subscriptions to notifications,
