	Only applies to Capability Discover based in SIP OPTIONS


The current version of Capability Discovery TS supports subscriptions to notifications about Capability Discovery events. Client application must subscribe to those events in order to receive notification from the server with a request to update client service capabilities. The client may receive a notification for each device/application (Capability Source) registered to the network. Following the notification the client application can use the existing methods to update its service capabilities.
The following sections in the Capability TS have been updated by this CR:

· Section 5.2. A new data type that will be used as root element in the notifications from the server
· Section 5.3. A new sequence diagram for client response to the request for real time capabilities
