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1 Reason for Change

This CR corresponds to ThirdPartyCall enhancements as proposed in OMA-ARC-2015-0010-INP_Call_Control_NetAPI_Changes.

The changes are summarized below:
1) Mute a participant when he is in conference.  
Proposal: Add mute resource after participant. 
This CR updates a few resource and data structure details based on the understanding of the underlying network’s features. This CR includes manual JSON example generation. Some figures are still to be updated (see editor's notes).
